The playwriting competition aims to encourage the writing of plays for amateur theatre in English and Welsh. Prize winning plays from all categories are considered for publication by DAW. Previous prizewinners have been published and performed as a result of promotion through our New Writing Scheme. An Adjudicating Panel appointed by DAW will read and consider the plays entered into the competition. The announcement of prize winners will take place at the Wales One Act Final Festival on the 8th June 2012.

Rules and Conditions of Entry

1. Only English or Welsh language one act plays with a running time of 20-50 minutes and a minimum cast of two actors will be considered. No monologues will be accepted.
2. Plays entered must be unpublished and unperformed, but may have been entered in other competitions.

3. Any play which is an adaptation of another work must be accompanied by a written assurance that any permission required has been obtained.

4. Scripts submitted must give no indication of the identity of the playwright. A different pseudonym must be used for each play submitted.

5. Scripts must be typewritten on one side of the page only in double spacing. Good presentation would be appreciated. A list of characters and any other useful information must be included. Please number the pages.

6. Scripts must be accompanied by a completed Entry Form and Entry Fee of £17.50 per title, online entry fee £15.00. You may enter as many scripts into as many categories as you wish, subject to the fee per title.

7. The prizes may be shared, reduced or withheld if the

Adjudicating Panel so decides. The decision of the panel is final in all matters relating to the competition.

8. Scripts will not be returned. DO NOT SEND THEDO NOT SEND THE ONLY COPY OF YOUR SCRIPT. DAW reserves the right to promote scripts via the New Writing Scheme. We can, however, photocopy a script at a very reasonable charge if the writer so wishes.

9. Adjudications of the short listed plays will be published.
